These voting members come from the East Central Synod of WI. Half are Lay Leaders (people in the pews) and the other half are Rostered Leaders (clergy, associates in ministry, etc.) They were nominated and elected to attend at the 2010 ECSW Synod Assembly. They have been preparing for this for over a year and will be representing all of our 126 Congregations in the East Central Synod. They have met as a group twice to ask questions, be familiarized with the process and absorbed a wealth of information. Your voting members were encouraged to inform themselves on the issues before the Assembly, to pray about these issues, to listen to the conversation at the Assembly and to vote their personal commitment on the issues.  This year for the first time there is a youth representative under 18 years of age and a young adult representative 18yrs to 21 yrs.
